• Please navigate the theatre so you know exactly where to go for the shows.  

• Please have your hair neatly done and all accessories securely pinned.  

• This is your opportunity to take pictures and video your child dancing close up.  

• Please be patient as rehearsal days can be tedious with lighting, staging, and music 
cues. 

 • The concession stand will be open for you to purchase snacks and drinks.  

• We highly suggest wearing a cover up so nothing spills on costumes.  

• The main dressing room is upstairs in the mezzanine. Classes will have designated 
areas. 

 • The balcony will have signs to show where your child’s class sits during the show.  

• When you arrive, go directly to the auditorium and take a seat until classes are called 
up
